Figures should be saved as JPEG, TIFF or EPS. Scanned figures (in JPEG and TIFF formats) should have a resolution of 300 dpi (halftone) or 600 to 1200 dpi (line drawings) in relation to the reproduction size. 

Formula should be clearly written and well separated from the text. Each formula should occupy one line.  Number consecutively any equations that have to be displayed separately from the text (if referred to explicitly in the text).
